Missouri House Minority Leader Paul LeVota presented a proclamation to Hope House 
honoring the work of the agency and the celebratory year on behalf of himself and the other 
legislators in attendance:  Representative Gary Dusenberg, Representative Brian Yates and 
Senator Victor Callahan.

“The answer to that is she doesn’t leave because home, although it may not be where she is safe, 
it’s where she feels safe. Within the vignettes, there are 25 different objects representing those things 
that make a house feel like a home. Things that make you happy to be in your own space at the end 
of the day. Things that take immense courage and stamina to leave behind. Think about your kids. 
Their sports uniforms. Their toys. Your cherished photos. I invite you to close your eyes and think 
about 25 items in your own home that it would break your heart to leave behind.

Legislative Update
New city ordinance 

promotes accountability

The City of Grain Valley has implemented a new city 
ordinance for a violation of an order of protection. 
Grain Valley joins a growing list of cities with similar 
ordinances: Lee’s Summit, Raytown, Independence 
and Grandview.

In days past, if someone violated an order of protec-
tion, charges had to be filed by the State. If the State 
declined to file charges, the case ended there. This 
allowed the order to be violated with no consequenc-
es. The new ordinance allows the City to pursue the 
charges if the State chooses to decline.

Typically, a violation of an order of protection starts 
out small, like phone calls. But when the violation 
continues with no accountability, escalating violence 
is the usual result.

Hope House always encourages our clients with 
orders of protection to report violations to the police. 
With new ordinances like this in place, our clients 
can feel more comfortable knowing that their order of 
protection will be enforced.

Our hope is that our clients’ rights will continue to be 
supported through grassroots changes in our local 
communities.
